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The course will introduce key concepts of business law with the selection based on instructors’ practical experience in various
business areas. Skipping the nitty-gritty and never forgetting ‘where is the money behind this legal rule’ is the perspective of
the course. Picking up from the Lithuanian and EU business regulation, the legal rules will be put in international context in

order the students are ready to establish and run their businesses in Lithuania and expand globally.
